�  here are several things parents can do to make their children "want to read" and "to keep on 
reading" as they grow into adulthood. Snuggle with your baby or toddler as you read to them. Read with 
expression, making different voices for different characters. Establish a routine, such as reading at bedtime, to 
help them settle down and rest before falling off to sleep.  
 
Children love repetition and often have favorite books they want read to them over and over again. Repetition 
helps the child understand the concept of the beginning, middle, and end of a story.  
Make reading fun! As children are learning to read try "sharing a book". Sit side by side and take turns reading the 
pages to keep the child from getting tired or a little frustrated as they are 
learning new words. Praise and encourage their efforts.  
 
Perhaps most importantly, parents should show their children that they enjoy 
and value reading. Example is often the best teacher.  
Children are precious and grow up fast. Make the most of your time together.

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PARENTS’ CORNER

Parents are a child's first teacher whether they are learning to ride a bike or learning to read and write. 
Parents have a profound influence on the development of their child's reading/writing ability.  
The following practices can be done by you in your own home and will help your child to develop the 
reading / writing process. 
 
READING TO YOUR CHILDREN - at least 15 minutes each day. 
READING WITH YOUR CHILDREN - you read a page, they read a page. You read a page together.  
READING BY YOUR CHILDREN - 15-20 minutes each day of independent reading. You sit with them 
and you read your book as they read theirs. You show them you value reading by doing it. If they never 
see you reading why would they think it is such an important activity? 
 
WRITING TO YOUR CHILDREN - Put notes in their lunch boxes, on their 
pillow, at their dinner plate. Give them more written directions. Made lists for 
them of what you want done in their room. They can't say they did not hear you. 
WRITING WITH YOU CHILD - Assist them as they write thank you notes for 
their Christmas presents. (handwritten notes) 
WRITING BY YOUR CHILD - Ask your child to write a letter to each family 
member telling them what characteristics they like most about each one. You 
may be surprised!
